PUPPET SCRIPT: for one person and one puppet 

"Uni" the lion 

SPEAKER: Hi, everyone! It's so great to be here today and see all of you. Today, we're going to talk about "Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF." (For older children: Does anyone know what trick-or-treat or Halloween... is? Explain...costumes, candy, saying "trick or treat," etc.) 

Now, I'm here today to talk about how when we trick-or-treat, we can also help children all around the world. Now, can anyone tell me how we kids help each other? 

UNI: (suddenly appearing) Hey, wait a minute! Didn't somebody say there was going to be a puppet show here today? 

SPEAKER: Oh, hi, Uni! I'm really glad you're here. I just couldn't remember whether today was the day you're around to help out. 

UNI: (excitedly) Well, here I am! 

SPEAKER: Right, Uni. Well, I wanted to ask the kids whether they can tell me how we help each other. 

UNI: We share our toys! 

SPEAKER: Right, Uni. Well, I wanted to let the kids have a chance to—

UNI: We can give someone a hug when they feel sad! 

SPEAKER: Right, Uni, but I wanted to give the kids a chance to—

UNI: We can let someone else join in our games. Why, just the other day... 

SPEAKER: (tired of being interrupted) Uni, please, can I please speak? I'm the speaker. Your part hasn't even come up yet! 

UNI: (dejectedly) Oh, all right. 

SPEAKER: Anyway, I want to explain to the kids about UNICEF. 

UNI: That's kids helping other kids... 

SPEAKER: That's right. Now let me show you something. This is a Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF box. 

UNI: Can I have one? Can I have one? 

SPEAKER: Uni, everyone is going to get one of these boxes at the end of the show. (if appropriate) 

UNI: Okay. 

SPEAKER: Okay, anyway, UNICEF is a group of people who go around the world helping others and—

UNI: Are we going to go around the world? 

SPEAKER: Uni, please. No, we're not going to go around the world. We're just going to go trick-or-treating in our neighborhood. 

UNI: (very excited) Trick or treating! Oh, boy! What am I going to wear for a costume? 

SPEAKER: Uni, I don't think you're going to need a costume. I think you're just going to go as a lion. 

Anyway, if you look at this box, you can see four ways UNICEF helps kids around the world. 

UNI: (counting) 1, 2, 3, 4 

SPEAKER: That's right! Now, the first thing UNICEF does to help is by getting kids get clean water to drink. 

UNI: Why don't they just go to the sink and turn on a tap? 

SPEAKER: Well, not everyone has a sink and some kids can't drink the water in their cities and towns because it's dirty. So UNICEF helps to bring them clean water to drink. 

Now, the second picture shows someone who is sick or hurt. 

UNI: That happened to me once. I had to go to the doctor 'cause I broke my paw. 

SPEAKER: Right. Well, some children don't have a doctor they can go to when they're sick. They also can't get the shots they need to keep them healthy. 

UNI: (shouting) Shots! I'm scared of shots! 

SPEAKER: Well, yes, Uni, shots can be a little bit uncomfortable, but they keep our bodies strong and healthy. 

Now, the third picture is... 

UNI: I know! I know! It's a little child holding an apple! 

SPEAKER: Oh, Uni--I think that's a carrot. Yes, this means that UNICEF helps people set up farms and gardens so their children can get plenty of healthy food to eat. 

UNI: like cookies? 

SPEAKER: Well, cookies are more of a treat. 

UNI: How about ice cream? Fruit roll-ups? 

SPEAKER: All of those things are fun things to eat, but in some parts of the world, kids only have a little bit of food to eat, so they really need more healthy foods. 

And, the last picture is... 

UNI: I know! I know! It's a girl reading a book. 

SPEAKER: And what's that supposed to be? 

UNI: Uh, I don't know. 

SPEAKER: That means school! We're very lucky that we live in a country where everyone can go to school. When we're little we can go to (daycare, preschool, etc.) and then later on to Kindergarten. But, in some parts of the world, there are no schools. 

UNI: Wow, no schools. You mean I wouldn't get to see my friends? Or learn anything? That would make me sad. 

How can we help these kids? 

SPEAKER: By trick-or-treating for UNICEF. Even if you only collect one penny, it can help a child. 

UNI: So, how do I do it? Can I have one of those boxes now? 

SPEAKER: Sure. All you do is take this box with you when you trick-or-treat. Just put on your costume, go trick-or-treating, but instead of saying, "trick-or-treat," say "Trick-or-treat for UNICEF!" 

UNI: Can I practice? 

SPEAKER: Sure. This is where you come in, Uni! 

UNI: Trick-or-treat for UNICEF! 

SPEAKER: That was great. 

UNI: Do I still get candy, too? 

SPEAKER: Of course. People will give you candy and a little bit of money for UNICEF. 

UNI: What do I do with the money? 

SPEAKER: Just have your parents bring it into school. 

UNI: Ya know, some kids don't go trick-or-treating. 

SPEAKER: I know. Nobody has to trick-or-treat for UNICEF, but maybe you'd like to see if you have any pennies in your piggy bank, or if your parents would like to give a little donation to UNICEF. 

UNI: That sounds great! 

SPEAKER: Okay, Uni. Well, thanks for helping me out today. You were a big help. And thank you to everyone for listening. We'll see you all out trick-or-treating this fall. 

UNI: Even me? 

SPEAKER: Yes, especially you, Uni! 
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
